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Water and lighting a focus for Novotel Ibis Ellersl| ie

The Novotel Ibis Ellerslie was the first hotel to
undergo an energy audit as part of the
Tourism Energy Efficiency Programme
(TEEP) in August-September 2008.

The aim of the audit was to identify energy
and costs savings while taking into account
any up front costs that would be required to
introduce changes.

Accor Hospitality Regional Technical
Manager John Meggitt says because the
Novotel is relatively new, having been built
in the year 2000, the hotel complex already
had several energy efficient technologies in use when the TEEP audit was carried
out.

“These include heating, ventilation and air conditioning systems and advanced
insulation. A number of these technologies are important in helping to prevent heat
loss for hot water and heat gain for chilled water,” Mr Meggitt said.

During the TEEP audit, all energy consuming
devices were identified, and in some cases
had their loading recorded over a set period
of time. This information was then used to
create an Energy Balance Spreadsheet that
showed where energy was being consumed
in the hotel, and the cost of running the
various devices.

The audit found that savings of about $20,000
(or 6.6%) in total energy costs a year could
be achieved by adopting a number of energy
savings initiatives. The total cost to achieve these changes would be about $22,000
enabling a return on investment in just over a year.

The audit also found water savings of about $30,000 could be achieved through
improved shower efficiency.

Mr Meggitt, who has previously spent time in Scandinavia, says a lot of the energy
efficiencies noted in the TEEP audit are already standard practice in Scandinavia and
he is looking forward to a time when they are standard practice in New Zealand too.



Energy savings initiatives

The Novotel Ibis Ellerslie will be fitting flow regulators
in all showers and basins will result in a substantial
savings. (There are also plans to install the shower
flow regulators across all of the other Accor hotels in
2009)

The Novotel Ibis Ellerslie is planning to install
infrared sensors on the light circuits in the Health

Club, the guest laundry, and in conference toilet
areas. At a cost of approximately $2500 and an
estimated saving of $1200, this will pay for itself in
just over two years.

Energy efficient bulbs were installed as part of the
Novotel Ibis Ellerslie’s refurbishment. However, there
is potential to reduce electricity network costs further
through installation of an Automatic Power Factor
Correction Unit (APFCU).

Small things the audit picked up like ensuring the
boiler covers are correctly fitted at all times were
useful from a housekeeping point of view.
